Unit 2c: Variation: Section 1: Grouping animals and plants

The work carried out in the lesson on this resource ‘Plants and animals in the local environment’ would be good grounding for starting off this unit as it would be based on field observation rather than pictures alone. It is assumed that some work on identifying parts of a plant will already have taken place.

Something to sit on (e.g. plastic bags)


Before you go:

In computer suite using the cosgrove-taylor website, to look at the picture of the lily, recap on what is remembered about the parts of a plant (could work in pairs). You could also look at the difference between the lily and the flowers both on the worksheet and on what is remembered about trees as found at Ridge Wood since there are small wildflowers and massive specimen trees there. Then hover over the image to see the parts of the lily labelled. Explain that they will be making a field trip to Ridge Wood. 

Discuss/remind of our responsibilities towards plants and animals.

On site: 

Taking the clipboards and paper make the trip to Ridge Wood. Identify where plants are growing. Choose two different plants to draw and label with key parts of plant. Recap important messages while on site.

Follow up:

· Give children an unlabelled flower picture and ask them to add the names of the parts of the flower.

· If you used the flowers worksheet, see if they can remember any of the species names. Check answers against the flowers answersheet.

· Bring the results of this work into a wider local area study focused on Ridge Wood using the History and Geography lessons suggested.
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
