FoRW Treasurers Report April 2011

To summarise the accounts for the year 2010/2011 I will look at them in two parts GRANTS and CASH.

Firstly Grants – In the past financial year we have been very fortunate to receive £2610 in grants and have purchased

· two gazebos

· a laptop computer and printer

· a field kitchen

· display boards

· “A” frame pavement boards

We still have £1610 left, but there is a problem with the purchase of equipment as we are very short of storage space. Our Chairman is in negotiation with Hansons for extra space and is very hopeful that the problem will be solved.

Now to Cash. We were involved in two events during the year  -

· South Gloucestershire Councils WOODFEST

· The Christmas Decorations event run by the FoRW

These together with workdays meant our income was £913 and expenditure £435. 

Therefore at the end of the year we had £1905 in the Stroud & Swindon Building Society of which £1610 was grant money and £119 cash.

However since the end of the financial year when the accounts were audited we have spent £102 grant money for a trolley and griddle and further £65 from cash on Laptop insurance and tuck shop items for the Mutt Strut. In addition the annual renewal cost of virus protection, which is due soon, will be £40 and the Mutt Strut costs are in the region of £400+. All of this means that we could be in excess of £100 overspent. However our Chairman has assured us that the Chipping Sodbury Branch of the Stroud & Swindon Building Society have sponsored the FoRW not only for this event but for the other events planned for this current year to the sum of £700.

Finally the St George’s Day Event at the Yate & District Heritage Centre where we had a table was a great success. Pat and Margaret were there all day and due to their hard work they achieved an income for us of £61 from a raffle and donations. Well done both of you.  Special thanks are also due to Allan Nichols who ferried all the equipment to and from the lock-up.
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
