Woodland Management prescriptions / Tree works for winter 2010/11
SCHEDULE OF MANAGEMENT WORKS: 2010/11
1. Grassland Glade at south of Ridge Wood: Scrub / grass cut for existing area as identified. Rake off all arisings. Treat stumps. 
2. Ride management along main footpath between Quarry Road and Melrose Close: Coppice shrubs to 1m on the eastern and 3m on the western side.  
3. Entrance at Quarry Road: Lay hedge / shrubs behind interpretation stone
4. Dead Hedging Works: Maintain / building up / re-stock the existing dead hedge following the main footpath through Ridge wood.  
5. Scrub cut along main footpath: Strim / cut back scrub to 1m along footpath edges from Greenways Road entrance.
6. Coppice old large existing hazel stools: Coppice 7 mature hazel stools as marked on site starting from top of ramp at Greenways Road entrance. 
7. Field: Cut/strim grass to existing boundaries and rake off arisings. Cut back spreading Sumac and treat.
8. Entrance from Jubilee Gardens: Strim back encroaching vegetation from path leading to site entrance. Strim back scrub from corner area at entrance. Clear around recently replanted Walnut tree and mulch at base. Clear off arisings from path.

Dangerous multi stemmed sycamore (south of woodland):  Fell
