Lesson Plan: Flower parts for reproduction (unit 5b, section 5)

Introduction/before you go:

It would be helpful to revisit yr 3 work on “Helping plants grow well” and year 4 work on “Habitats”. The earlier sections of this unit should also help. You could print out the Flowers worksheet and look at flower plants and learn names of common wildflowers and their parts. You should also explain pollination and fertilisation. You can do this without leaving the classroom but it would be so much more fun to do it on site. Explain that they will be making a field trip to Ridge Wood. Discuss our responsibilities towards plants and animals (especially minibeasts)

On site:

Take the children to Ridge Wood in May/June when the flowering plants are at their best. You could cover some of the introductory work on site. Then avoiding composite plants such as daisies, use the hand lenses and study the parts of real flowers. It is probably acceptable to pick a buttercup each if you find any, or to find them in the school grounds later. Pay particular attention to grains of pollen, observing characteristics and perhaps drawing their different shapes.
